One
dealt with a liability from the past which totaled a little
over $64,000. A CEP account matured at the time the
liability was to be paid off and the amount was able to be
used to cover the liability. Another unexpected expense
was land back taxes that was owed, this was covered by an
offering from a church on Kauai.



The Income Report was reviewed.

The Expense Report was reviewed. John Opeta explained
the $10,000 that was paid out for the Minister's Retreat in
2017 when we did not have a Retreat. It was for a bill from
the previous year.

John Opeta reviewed and explained the various Expense
Accounts. He also reviewed the Special Funds Report.
He explained the Administration Support from churches
and individuals that has helped greatly in the support of
the District.

John reports that the total giving to the District and
General Council was $1,568,395.

AND THE SHELTER

We got off to a great start on August 29, 2019, with our 11th
Convoy of Hope community event at Aloha Stadium. This event
provided over $1 million worth of goods and services to nearly
5,000 special guests. | want to thank Pastor Scott Sonoda (Hawaii
State Director) and Jennifer Pagud (Executive Administrator) for
overseeing and coordinating the Oahu and the Big Island out-
reaches. | also want to thank the pastors and churches who put
their compassion in action by giving, serving and showing God'’s
love to the special guests who came. Your works of service did
not go unnoticed to Jesus, who said, "when you did it to one of
the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were doing it

to me”l
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Out of the thousands who attended the
outreach on Oahu, | was introduced to
two mothers who were homeless and
staying at the Hawaii Institute for Human
Services (IHS). | walked them over to The
Shelter’s display table to meet Princess
Rodrigues for a brief interview, and both
mothers and their children eventually
became a part of The Shelter ohana. They
reconnected their faith to Jesus, and have
since moved back to the mainland to be
reunited with their families. They are just
two of the many amazing stories taking
place in The Shelter.

The Shelter made its one-year anniversary
in October 2019. Plans were made to host
a gala and golf tournament fundraiser in
June 2020, but because of restrictions on
large group gatherings (due to COVID-19)
we decided to host a pre-recorded online
telethon on August 29. Now, instead of
just sharing The Shelter's story with a
couple hundred supporters, we had the
potential to share the story with thou-
sands of people over the internet. Mahalo
to all of the partner pastors and churches
who have supported The Shelter and con-
tinue to give monthly to be a part of the
solution to end homelessness in Hawaii.

| want to give special thanks to Daniel
Kaneshiro (Executive Director), Kaila
Andrlik (Program Manager), and their staff
for their hard work and the unceasing
love and acceptance they have shown

to all The Shelter's moms and children.

| also want to thank Pastors Horace and
Talei Chee-Manuia (Shelter Pastors) and

the congregation at First Assembly of God
Windward for hosting The Shelter on their
property and welcoming its families into
our church's ohana.

CORONAVIRUS
SHUTDOWN AND
PIVOTING THE
CHURCH

On March 4, Governor Ige issued an
emergency proclamation to shut down all
non-essential activities for two weeks. This
was followed by a subsequent extension
to the stay-at-home order through the
end of May, which meant that we could
not gather in-person on Easter Sunday to
worship and celebrate our risen Lord.
Within days of the governor’s stay-at-
home order, many of our churches had

to quickly learn how to pivot to get their
church online. For churches and pastors
who had no experience in recording,
producing and broadcasting their messag-
es online, it was not an easy task. | know
that I wouldn't have been able to pivot
our church without the help of our young
adults who grew up in the digital age. On
Friday, May 1, First Assembly of God's
video and tech team joined me in hosting
an online Next Step for Tech Webinar

to share practical steps for our district's
pastors and leaders on to take their tech
to the next level. | have been impressed by
many of our churches who have success-
fully pivoted to stream services online,

reaching a greater worldwide audience. |
have to admit that even five months after
we started streaming all of our services,
we are still learning new ways to improve
our online experience.

While it was disappointing that we had
to postpone our District Conference due
to COVID-19, | was blessed to at least be
able to join most of the Zoom meetings
hosted by our Sectional Presbyters, and
to hear, share, and pray for the pastors
and churches in our district during the
shutdown.

HYBRID CHURCH
SERVICES

On May 24, the stay-at-home mandate
was lifted and we were finally able to
open the church for in-person services
(as long as we followed CDC guidelines).
Those who were immunocompromised
or in a high-risk age group continued to
watch online from the safety of their own
homes. As of this report, from what I've
heard from several pastors that | spoke
to, around 50-60 percent of their normal
attendees had returned for in-person
services. As our state continues to wrestle
with COVID-19 cases and restrictions, |
am thankful that our churches have been
allowed to remain open for worship.

in me will do the same works | have done, and even greater
works, because | am going to be with my Father.” BELIEVING,
a simple word, but challenging to live out. The vision for every
member of our church is to “Change Lives Forever”. As we
celebrate our 13th year as a ministry, we are so grateful for
God's promise to provide and show us His great mercy and
compassion to reach those less fortunate living among us. We
strive to be mission focused and in doing so, held Waikoloa's
Biggest Easter Egg Hunt. We collaborated with the churches in
our area to host the Annual Easter Sunrise Service. We ran the
World Vision 6K helping to bring life-changing clean water to
those who have none. We participated in the Visitor Industry
Charity Walk, and packed and filled 75 Operation Christmas
Child shoeboxes.

Noticing the trend of less people attending church, we are
laboring to bring the church to them through social gatherings
like pickleball, volleyball and online communities.

We are continuing to BELIEVE God for INCREASE in 2020, and
thank the Lord we are privileged to be a part of the Hawai i
District.

Summing up 2019, it was the year of the grind. It wasn't easy,
but we made it through. Arise Church is currently still a mobile
church, setting up and breaking down for three services every
weekend. We are still in the process of trying to attain our
building permit to start building on the piece of property that
we currently own. Being mobile has always presented several
challenges, but | am so thankful for the fantastic team that

we have that serves week in and out. Looking ahead to 2020,
we have key staff changes that are happening for us. | also
know that we have to get better this year communicating to
our church family why Arise exists as a church. We are also
very optimistic that we will be able to finally break ground and
begin construction in this new year. We are looking forward to
what lies ahead.

Last year our theme was “All IN" and we truly watched our
people move all in for God and the people of Hawaii. Our
Sunday services continue to grow as we watch people be
saved, healed and restored to freedom. We have been able
to increase our membership and assimilate new guests to
become active in our Dream Team, with 208 volunteers serv-
ing each week in 34 teams. We thank God for His faithfulness
to send in more laborers. Throughout the year, CPC has been
involved with multiple projects that have been able to bring
the light and love of Jesus to the people in our community.

It was another successful Camp Agape (camp for students
whose parents are or transitioning out of incarceration), with
100 students coming to experience healing, restoration, love
and freedom. Hilo's second Convoy of Hope community event
was a success once again with all of the great partnerships. We
watched thousands of people in our community receive the
love, resources, and most of all the hope of Jesus. Faith Hui is a
cohort comprised of 120 faith communities across East Hawaii.
As a result of the 2018 Kilauea volcanic eruptions and earth-
quakes, we were able to lead 50 active churches to respond to
the needs of our community. With over 700 homes destroyed
and 1,200 families displaced, we were able to work together
with teams across East Hawaii and the state to respond to thir-
teen areas of needs. The Hawaii State Legislature recognized
and thanked Connect Point Church for their contributions in
leading the Faith Hui to respond but we recognize, honor and
thank all of our partners who made it possible.

Hale Iki Village has transitioned into a 24-hour family assess-
ment center to provide services to stabilize and transition
families to permanent housing within 90 days. In the last four
months 89 individuals in families have been helped into per-
manent housing. The Hawaii State Senate also recognized and
thanked CPC for their contributions in helping to respond to
our community's needs.
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In 2019 we continued to press on in obedience to our earthly
mission: living in faithfulness to God and to one another while
striving to share the Gospel of Jesus to as many people as pos-
sible. It was a challenge as we continued to find new methods
and avenues of connecting believers together in our communi-
ty. Some of them worked, some of them didn't. The big lesson
we learned was to never give up and let God!

Twelve people gave their lives to Jesus and/or were water bap-
tized. Most of them joined our church family and are still with
us. We had five baby dedications, several outreach projects
that included blessing the needy in our community with food
boxes during certain times of the year, hospital outreaches,
increasing our Samaritan’s Purse donations, and taking a team
to help at Hilo's Convoy of Hope event.

Whether we sent bodies to help or helped monetarily, the con-
gregation of Encourage Fellowship gave from their hearts and
always welcomed newcomers warmly. Our biggest yearly event
is Easter Sunday Service and Breakfast. We tripled our attend-
ance on that Sunday, shared the Good News of Jesus Christ,
and had several returnees after Easter. 2019 also brought in
six guest speakers who came from near and far. It was a year
of blessings and challenges, as we all joined forces to declare
the Glory of God and to advance His Kingdom among all
people.

We were extremely grateful to God for not experiencing the
volcanic activity of the previous year. This allowed us to once
again focus our efforts on implementing the vision developed
for our church in 2018. We began our year with a Daniel's Fast.
The task of setting a clearly structured set of Guidelines for
our membership and leaders began which we implemented

in early 2020. We had several people added to our member-
ship and also experienced about a 20% increase in our weekly
attendance. We are excited about 2020 as we are continuing
to see attendance grow at a steady rate.

Praise the Lord, the year 2019 has been a year of cultivating
Leadership at First Assembly of God Hamakua Region! We ended
the year with six new Net Group leaders commissioned! Today
they are groomed and developing ministry groups in the com-
munity that will evangelize, make disciples, and cultivate other
leaders.

In the spring we hosted our annual Easter Egg Hunt Outreach. It
was held in the neighboring community park with egg coloring
and craft booths, shaved ice, and face painting. An estimated

80 plus people showed up for a wonderful afternoon. On Easter
morning, we hosted Sunrise Service on the church lawn, which
continues to attract vacationing visitors who spend their Easter
Holiday in Hawaii. Following the service, breakfast was served as
attenders waited for the regular Worship Service.

In the summer we partnered with Path Hawaii, bringing ex-
citement and joy to the kids and families of Pepeekeo town by
providing a week of cycling activities and the bicycles!

In the fall we hosted our 8th Annual HALLELUJAH NIGHT with
nearly 200 people on our little campus. It's a community event
that is really catching on! Changes to our feature event in pre-
senting the Gospel brought 33 dedications to Christ Jesus! The
church was recharged so much by this event that we hosted our
first Plus One Sunday on November 24, that more than doubled
our attendance.

In the winter we celebrated the birth of Jesus our Lord and
thanks to the Children’s Ministry, church members and dona-
tions from Wal-Mart Stores, every child went home with an extra
blessing.

We covet your prayers as Sunday attendance has gone down.
The church, although small, demonstrates the love of God to
our community through hard work and continues to meet every
Tuesday night for intercessory prayer, host weekly net groups

in various locations and the Food for Friends outreach to feed
those in need every 4th Saturday of the month. The Prophet
Zechariah reminds us, “Not by might not by power but by My
Spirit, says the Lord.”

So, we are resolved to seek His Presence in 2020. All the Glory
goes to the Lord for the things He has enable us to accomplish!
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Kona Coast Assembly of God has been totally dependent on
God for the ministry He entrusted to us as a church family. We
discipled believers, seeing spiritual growth and maturity and
reached out to the Filipino community here in the Kona area
and beyond. Prayer meetings and home Bible Study always
were being encouraged midweek nights. Some of our women
did home and hospital visitation. Our few men were doing
volunteer work in some places where they can be a witness for
the Lord. One wedding was performed, birthdays, child dedica-
tion, new homes dedicated, funerals and holiday parties were
held with invited unbelievers. This way, many people had the
opportunity to hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ. Many
accepted Jesus as their Saviour. There are about eight of them
being discipled and will be water baptized soon early this year.
To God be the glory!

Four students from
our community attended the District Children Camp, "Jurassic
Camp”. Thanks to Bob Aston and his team from the Georgia
District.

We have supported six missionaries and BGMC for many years.

This year we gave over $2,000 to BGMC for the third year. Our
Missions Convention enabled us to increase our mission’s
engagement for 2020 through our Kingdom Builder's Fund.
Thank you to Keith Jackson (Teen Challenge) and Missionary
David Olson for sharing their ministry with us. In 2019 God
opened opportunities for the pastor to preach at River of
Life-Pahala, Faith Assembly-Mililani, Church at Chapel Hill-At-
lanta, Central Holiness Church-Atlanta, and Headland Heights
UMC-Atlanta.

In the book of James Chapter 1:2 it says “Consider it pure joy,
my brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of many
kinds.” That being the case | can only but rejoice!l Because in
2019 lots of trials were faced. That scripture goes on to say that
it is these very trials that produce perseverance in us and that
when we have completed the trial that maturity is the result. So,
in retrospect | can do nothing else but count it all joy!

Here's the short story. In 2019 we had one third of the congre-
gation up and leave to attend another church, without so much
as an Aloha. As a result, our giving dropped by the same one
third, which caused us to have to drop one of our rentals, our
children’s church wing. And because some of the folks that left
were leaders in the church the men’s and women’s ministries
were severely impacted. So (as you can imagine) this tends to
have an effect on morale in the church and even in our per-
sonal lives. And | could go on and say many more things that
impacted the church and us negatively — but | will suffice it to
say that Jesus is faithful.

As was said in the opening paragraphs of the Acts 2 journey,
“God has a plan for our church!” We have to believe that. He
did not bring us this far only to drop us. Whatever the enemy
throws at us intending harm cannot prosper! There is no
weapon in the arsenal of the enemy that can destroy the
church of the Living God! We know that God watches over His
word in order to bring it to pass, and we have been fasting
and praying and declaring that the God of the harvest is our
strength, and we will not fail to achieve the purpose of God for
our church in Waimea! Whatever setbacks we face in the short
term cannot and will not be the whole story of New Beginnings
church.

Jesus is the same yesterday today and forever! So, it's not as
if we have no strength, because the Lion of the tribe of Judah
is our strength. Joel tells us that in the last days that we find
ourselves in, God will pour out His Spirit on all flesh. So, going
into 2020 we are very hopeful and full of faith that God is not
through with us yet. He who began a good work in us will be
faithful to complete it!

As of the last week of February (2020) the Spirit of God is
moving in Waimea. We just completed four days of Spiritual
Awakening conference meetings with Semi Hollyfield and team
to a packed house! We literally could not fit any more people
in our sanctuary. We put out all the chairs we own (100) and
the walls were lined with people standing and receiving from a
visitation of AlImighty God!
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2019 was a year of strengthening families and deepening our
passion and understanding of the Word of God. In order to
pursue this focus, we encouraged each family to begin home
Bible studies using the Purple Book for devotions and to study
the basic doctrines of the Bible. To encourage the men, we had
an annual men and son’'s camp at Manuka Beach to fish, hunt
and deepen bonds with one another and encouraged everyone
to draw closer to God and to lead their families well.

As for the youth, we started an after-school program called,
“Life Club.” Between 15-20 students from the middle school
came to the church to participate in sports, fun activities, snack
time and a Bible devotional with van transportation provided.
Every month, we also had Youth Nights to reach out to youth.
We have seen an average of about 50 youth in attendance. We
provided fun activities, a free dinner, worship and preaching

of the Word. We witnessed many youth come to the altar to
encounter God.

We also restarted Family Nights and our Global University study
group. Five students enrolled in the first course, “Christ in the
Synoptic Gospels.” All five completed the course and enrolled

in the next course, “Introduction to Pentecostal Doctrines”. We
also started a mid-month Night of Worship to simply worship
God.

We are thankful for all that God has done in 2019 and are
excited and hungry for more of what God has in store for River
of Life in 2020.

As we look back at 2019, The Hub Church has seen God move
in many ways. One of the big focuses of our church is outreach.
We saw a combined attendance total of 7,000 at our Easter
and Halloween outreaches. As a church we have given $50,000
in local support and world missions. We also completed a com-
plete update of our facility, creating space for more ministry
and fellowship. Lastly, one highlight that we worked very hard
on, The Hub Church became debt free in 2019. The Best is Yet
to Come!

Highlights of the year included our second annual youth
conference, “"After The One,” which we put on in conjunction
with HYM. The event was well attended attracting a number of
attendees and youth groups outside our denomination as well
as within. September-October we had the pleasure of doing

a 6-week series called "Hometown Heroes” where we invited
different pastors from around the island to come and preach.
The response was fantastic. What surprised us the most was
our “Trunk O Treat” event which has grown exponentially over
the past two years with well over a thousand in attendance.
Our kids Christmas pageant was written in-house and we even
added an evening showing this year in addition to our normal
Sunday service. We're glad we did as both performances were
packed out! 2019 was great but we're believing for more in
2020!

In 2019 Solid Rock North was able to reach the Kohala com-
munity in various ways. We had a community egg rush the
Saturday before Easter, blessed our police department with gift
baskets on Police Week, did a Halloween outreach called Family
Fun Night, and gave Christmas baskets to Kohala businesses.
We also made 134 shoeboxes for Operation Christmas Child.
We're looking forward to reaching many with the Gospel in
2020.
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Praise the Lord, we were been so blessed in 2019. We enjoyed
times of refreshing from the presence of the Lord. We also
experienced His supernatural provision throughout the year.
Highlights include adding an Assistant Pastor and a new board
member to our leadership team. We were able to continue to
maintain our building and property through generous donors
and purchased brand new chairs and solar shades to protect
them. New entry doors were installed, our koa cross was beau-
tifully refurbished, and so was the church sign.

Through several guest ministries and in our services, we saw
souls saved and filled with the Spirit. We praise God for adding
to our church membership and for the increase in help with
the work of the ministry.
